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ADMISSIONS PROCEDURE

Applications for admission must be made on the application form and be accompanied by a non-refundable registration fee of £100.  This fee covers the administration process and the assessment.

Applications are processed, assessments carried out and places offered to children meeting the required standards in the order they are received.  

JUNIOR SCHOOL

Early Years

Nursery – No assessment required

Reception – No assessment required

Girls from our nursery class wishing to move into our Reception class in September will be offered places in early January provided no special educational needs which the school cannot support have been identified.  Offers must be accepted with payment of a deposit (equal to half a term’s fees) to secure the place.

Later in January the parents of other girls registered will be contacted in order of registration to offer places. 

Waiting list places will be offered in order of registration until the class is full with places secured by deposits.  Parents with girls still on the waiting list will be advised, although places may still become available due to withdrawal up until the beginning of the September term.

Year 1 – Year 6

Key Stage 1 + 2

Parents will be advised on enquiry if a vacancy exists or is anticipated in all other junior school classes.  Assessments take place individually and at the level required for each  year.  From Year 2 written test papers will be given in English and mathematics with an informal interview with the class teacher.

At all levels a copy of the child’s most recent school report will be requested.
